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Governor Celebrates Gas-to-Energy Facility  
  
NORRIDEGWOCK – Governor John E. Baldacci participated in the ribbon cutting of the 
gas-to-electricity system at Waste Management’s Crossroads Landfill.  By using 
methane gas created through the decomposition of wastes, the facility will be able to 
generate enough electricity to power approximately 3,500 homes.
