"We are happy to provide residents a safe and convenient location to drop off unwanted
items while also reducing the amount of waste that enters the landfill," said Scott Tignac,
district manager for Waste Management.

Residents can dispose non-hazardous residential trash and bulky items free of charge. To
encourage recycling efforts and reduce the amount of waste entering the landfill, designated
areas and containers will be available to recycle the following items: green waste, metal,
paper, cardboard, and construction & demolition debris.

Habitat for Humanity will be on site collecting new and gently used items ranging from
appliances to furniture, home improvement items, and building materials. All donated items
will be sold at the Habitat Restore located in Simi Valley to assist with ongoing Habitat
building and repair programs.

To help minimize delays, Waste Management requests that visitors to the landfill follow
these guidelines:

Be ready with valid identification to show proof of residency to cashier.

All loads must be tarped pursuant to California State Law.

All loads are subject to inspection.

All commercial vehicles are subject to applicable rates unless prior arrangements
have been made.

PLEASE NOTE: Electronic waste and Household hazardous waste will not be
accepted.
