Enclosed is a Notice of Amendment of Provisional Certificate
of Approval No. A 371203. Please take note of the amended
and additional requirements of your certificate as outllned
in the notice and of the reasons for the changes.

It is my understanding that a need has developed to deal with
impounded surface water, collected along the northemn
per1meter of Phase 1 of the Richmond Township waste disposal
site. The impoundment area, which was referenced in the
site's Final Design Report (1988), was constructed to
elipminate previous discharge swails which allowed flow to
Marysville Creek. It is proposed that the contaminated
surface water from these ponds be disposed of by implementing
measures originally proposed as a contingency plan.

As the situvation at your site represents a failure of the
conceptual site design recommended for approval following a
hearing of the Environmental Assessment Board in 1987, a
condition has been imposed upon your certificate requiring
that an assessment be done of the causes of the failure of
the site, the suitability of the site for continued
operation, and the suitability of the contingency spray
irrigation system for long term leachate management.

Since circumstances now require that the contingency plan be
inplemented to mitigate actual environmental concerns, it is
necessary that a new contzngency plan be developed. This
should be done in association with an overall review of the
site design which takes into account the changed
environmental circumstances of the waste disposal site.
