The first Open House (OH) for the Terms of Reference of the EA of the Napanee new landfill footprint
occurred on Wednesday March 10, 2010 at The Smiling Wilderness Family Restaurant & Palace Village,
824 Palace Road, Napanee, Ontario between 2:00 p.m. and 9:00 p.m. The purpose of this OH was to
introduce the Beechwood Road Environmental Centre (BREC) and the Environmental Assessment (EA)
process to the public and inform the public about the consultation process and the future consultation
events. The OH provided information about the components of the proposed BREC facility, described the
requirement to conduct an EA for the new landfill footprint, described the EA process and opportunities
for the public to provide input and get involved in the project.

Notices for the Open House were included in the Notice of Commencement of EA, which was published
in the following local newspapers:

e Napanee Beaver; and,
¢ Napanee Guide.

A copy of the Notice of Commencement can be found on page OH1-12.

The Notice of Commencement was also available on the project website from March 3, 2010. In addition,
a launch letter was sent (electronically and hardcopy) on March 5, 2010 to 32 members of the
Government Review Team (GRT) representing various government agencies and eight chiefs of First
Nation communities within the area notifying them of the OH#1 and inviting them to participate in the
future consultation events (Appendix A.2.2).

As noted previously, the Notice of Commencement included a notice of the First Open House and its
location (Legion Hall). Unfortunately, due to circumstances beyond the control of WM, the Legion Hall
became unavailable for consultation events and it was necessary to make alternate arrangements. The
Smiling Wilderness Family Restaurant & Palace Village was chosen as the alternative venue and the
stakeholder were informed of the venue change through the following avenues:

1. Advertisement in the newspaper;

2. Personal letters to the FN Chiefs and GRT members;

3. Signage at the Legion on the day of the event, informing attendees of the alternative venue; and,
4. Personal communication with some neighbours, etc.

Approximately, 50 people attended the OH including neighbours, local business owners, councillors,
municipal politicians (local and from Ottawa), neighbours and residents. There was a reporter from the
Napanee Beaver and two representatives from myFM radio station.

A copy of the sign-in sheet is included in the following sections of this Appendix.

Participants arrived at the OH between 2:00 p.m. and 9:00 p.m. and they were asked to sign-in at the
entrance. Most of the attendees signed up, however there were a few that refused to sign up and the
WM representative at the door made a count of the guests who refuse to sign in. Then they were
welcomed to the OH and asked if they would like a WM representative to walk them through the poster
boards. If they accepted the offer, a WM representative was introduced to go through the material with
them. There was additional material at the sign-in table, including:

Workshop sign-up sheet;

Launch package;

Notice of commencement;

OH comment sheets; and,

Possible Assessment criteria sheet.

The meeting hall was very comfortable and well received by those attending. The overall atmosphere was
professional, courteous and respectful. No raised voices, no impolite behavior. Some individuals spent
significant time talking to WM staff about various issues. There was continuous traffic and conversation
through the entire even except for the supper hour.

Nineteen display boards (Appendix A.3) were featured at the Open House.
Issues raised

Generally, the majority felt that the open house was informative and had laid out the relevant information
in a concise manner. General issues raised were around odour issues with the existing site.

The majority of people supported the proposal and felt that the new proposal was much better than the
previous one and that WM should proceed. Some said that WM should first ensure the site will be safe
and then they would support the proposal. Some said that they expected that WM would get it right this
time. Some were opposed to the proposal.

Briefly, the attendees had the following comments regarding various components of the Open House:
Information presented at the Open House:
» Itlaid the foundation... gave me a good understanding of this new starting point.

» Good layout of posters... needs more posters on criteria/impacts on community (as for your
possible assessment criteria).

» Lots of information, well laid-out, way better plan than before.

» Adequate overall preview, disappointing lack of specifics, and few clear answers regarding WM
financial decisions/exposure/risk aversion.

Proposed project and process:

» | am impressed with the ideas put forth regarding changes at the landfill. Lots of forward thinking
involved.

» I'm happy with the process... only hoping that there won’t be a lot of opposition by people who
have made up their minds and don’t want to listen to the facts.

Proposed evaluation criteria:

» Very important criteria included air quality, land ecosystems, groundwater quality, and surface
water quality.

» Important criteria include noise, visual impacts, cultural heritage and archaeological resources.

» Westerly options preferred over easterly options since they are closer to the Deseronto Road,
which is better from a transportation perspective. Westerly options are preferred from a visual
impact perspective as the landfill will be sheltered by the wetland conservation area to the north,
existing closed landfill site to the south and other wooded areas/open land to the west.

General Comments:

» Concerned about the potential odours from the composting process and whether the process can
be moved inside to mitigate air problems through filtering.

We have received your notice of commencement for the above noted Enviromental Assessment,
and would like to broadly identify the types of concerns that we would like to be addressed
during the Environmental Assessment process. :

Generally, Conservation Authorities are concerns with the management of natural resources on a
watershed scale. We would expect that the ‘Terms of Reference’ would identify and assess the
potential impacts on natural heritage features, natural hazards, water (surface and ground) quality
and quantity; as well as Conservation Authority owned lands within the study area.

We would like to offer the following comments for consideration during Enironmental
- Assessment process: '

¢ Quinte Conservation regulates the watercourses and wetlands within the study area (by
virtue of Ontario Regulation #319/09 - Regulation of Development, Interference with
Wetlands and Alterations to Shorelines and Watercourses). The applicant will need to
apply to the Conservation Authority for a permit prior to development (eg. construction,
filling, site grading, etc.) within 30 metres of the high water mark / 1:100 year flood plain
of any watercourse or wetlands within the study area. As such, we recommend that the
1:100 year-flood plain of the tributaries and the wetland boundaries of the Marysville
Creek tributaries which traverse the site be calculated & mapped in order to avoid
development within flood prone areas. Typically, Quinte Conservation Authority policy
directs all new development outside of a 15 metre area adjacent to the floodplain or a
wetland. Please contact Paul McCoy, B.A., Manger of Planning & Regulations regarding
any questions concerning Ontario Regulation #319/09.

Typically, any new development greater than one hectare within Quinte Conservation
Authority’s watershed must demonstrate that post-development flows do not exceed pre-
development levels for design storms from the 5-year to 100-year events. In addition, as
the lands drain into the Bay of Quinte, quality control criteria developed by the Bay of
Quinte Remedial Action Plan would typically apply to this development. The Level 1
(enhanced) protection storage criteria set out in the Ministry of the Environment
Stormwater Management Planning and Design Manual (2003) would typically be utilized
for this size of development. Please contact Bryon Keene, P. Eng., Manager of Water
Resources regarding any stormwater management questions or concerns.

Environmental impacts associated with the proposed landfill (mcludlng changes to
surface and ground water quality and quantity) may lead to aquatic habitat alteration,
disruption or distruction. As such, we suggest that a fisheries assessment be conducted in
order to define the baseline fish habitat and evaluate any anticipated impacts to fish
habitat. Should shoreline alterations or in-water work be proposed, the applicant must
contact the Conservation Authority prior to any activity occurring on the site. Quinte
Conservation will review the proposal under our ‘Level 3° agreement with Fisheries and
Oceans Canada in order to determine if there are any potential impacts to fish habitat and
any subsequent habitat compensation requirements. Please contact Brad McNevin, BSc.,

Fisheries Biologist regarding the Authority’s agreement with Fisheries and Oceans
Canada.

The alteration of the terrestrial landscape will impact the existing terrestrial flora & fauna,

- and potentially impact a species of special concern by the Provincial or Federal

Goverments. As such, we recommend that a terrestrial survey be conducted which
includes plant & wildlife community inventories (during the four seasons at appropriate
intervals) in order to document the existing habitat conditions and evaluate any
anticipated impacts to the resource. Further, we suggest that the Ontario Ministry of
Natural Resources be contacted regarding the applicability of the Ontario ‘Species At
Risk Act’ and any information required for that Ministry’s review of the project under
taking. Please contact Tim Trustham, BSc., Ecologist regarding any questions pertaining
to terrestrial flora & fauna.

Quinte Conservation and the Ontario Ministry of Environement are curreritly studying
Municipal water intakes under the Source Water Protection Program. Please note that the

subject area lies within the ‘Intake Protection Zone (IPZ)’ for the town of Deseronto

drinking water system, and a ‘Highly Vulnerable Aquifer (HVA)’ area of Quinte
Conservation. In both cases of the IPZ and HVA, a landfill is considered to be a
moderate level threat. The proposed project may include changes to surface and ground
water quality and quantity. As such, we recommend a comprehensive sampling regime

Environmental Centre represents new approach to waste management
in Napanee and surrounding region

NAPANEE, March 3, 2010 — Waste Management today announced a proposal to develop the
Beechwood Road Environmental Centre, a new, multi purpose waste management facility to
serve the Town of Greater Napanee and the surrounding region.

“The Beechwood Road Environmental Centre (BREC) represents an entirely new way to address
waste management in our region,” said Randy Harris, Waste Management’s manager for the
new BREC. “Our facility will have new or expanded industrial, commercial and residential
diversion and recycling operations to divert as much waste as possible away from disposal. The
BREC will create up to 75 green jobs and provide economic benefits in excess of $1 million per
year and additional lands will be set aside for community recreational purposes and wildlife
habitat. The facility will also have a new, state-of-the-art, environmentally engineered landfill
for disposal of residual waste, and a state-of-the-art landfill gas to energy facility that will
convert landfill gas into clean, renewable energy and which will eventually power greenhouses
that will be built on the site.”

The BREC will also be aligned with the Town of Greater Napanee’s long term waste
management goals and the province’s environmental values and policy statements relating to
areas such as zero waste, climate change, and green energy creation. It represents a large step
forward in positioning the Town of Greater Napanee as a leader in Ontario in responsible waste
management.

Increased Waste Diversion

Harris said the primary focus of the Beechwood Road Environmental Centre is waste diversion.
“Today, our region diverts less than 30 percent of waste away from disposal. We believe the
Beechwood Road Environmental Centre will help to significantly increase the percentage of
materials that are diverted for reuse and recycling. “
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This facility represents an entirely new approach to managing waste in our region. The facility
will include a number of industrial, commercial and residential waste diversion operations that
will maximize the value of the resources we receive. These include a materials recycling facility,
a construction and demolition material facility, an organics processing facility, a residential
diversion facility and an expanded a drop-off facility for Habitat for Humanity to collect used
building and renovation materials.

Community Development

The Beechwood Road Environmental Centre will create up to 75 green jobs in waste diversion,
disposal and green energy facilities. Economic benefits will also extend to the larger community
through community host agreements and other projects which could generate potentially more
than $1 million in direct benefits annually for the Town of Greater Napanee.

During the construction of the new operation, local suppliers and contractors will also benefit.
There will be millions of dollars invested in the construction phase and our preference is to use
local suppliers and contractors wherever possible.

Waste Management’s current site has extensive non-operational lands. Harris stated, “Some
space will be required to support the facility’s operation, but other lands will be dedicated for
community uses that could include sports fields, biking and hiking trails and a leash-free dog
park.”

The existing seven-acre wildlife preserve provides a habitat for numerous species of birds and
other wildlife, and our on-site learning centre is used by the general public, community groups,
as well as primary schools and post-secondary institutions. There are a number of wildlife and
habitat initiatives occurring at the site, including nesting boxes, our Learning Centre with
interactive displays and a variety of programs available to the public. “We plan to expand these
through collaborations with Ducks Unlimited and the Napanee Rod and Gun Club. We also plan
to expand our outdoor educational programs with local schools and service organizations,” said
Harris.

A New, Environmentally Engineered Landfill

The Beech Road Environmental Centre will include a new, state-of-the-art, environmentally
engineered landfill that will receive materials that cannot be diverted towards re-use, recovery
or recycling.

The new landfill will be constructed on a new area on the current site, using the latest
technology and processes to ensure the highest available standards of safety and efficacy. This
will include a liner system, leachate collection and monitoring system to continuously protect
ground and surface water. A gas collection system to capture the landfill gas will also be
included. The new landfill will accept up to 400,000 tonnes of waste per year for 20 years.
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The facility will also include a state-of-the-art landfill gas to energy facility that will collect
landfill gas and convert it into green, renewable energy. The facility will be able to generate six
megawatts of electricity, enough energy to power 6,000 homes for a year. Further, this same
technology will be used at the old, closed landfill site to create enough energy to power a
greenhouse that will be constructed for community use.

The Beechwood Road Environmental Centre will include a new, state-of-the-art,
environmentally engineered landfill that will receive materials that cannot be diverted towards
re-use, recovery or recycling.

The new landfill will be constructed on a new area on the current site, using the latest
technology and processes to ensure the highest available standards of safety and efficacy. This
will include a liner system, leachate collection and monitoring system to continuously protect
ground and surface water. A gas collection system to capture the landfill gas will also be
included.

The new landfill will accept up to 400,000 tonnes of waste per year for 20 years. The new
landfill will be lower in height than the current landfill and will have limited visual impact on
surrounding areas and local residents.

When the Beechwood Road Environmental Centre begins operations, the existing landfill will be
closed, capped with natural grasses and monitored. The community will be consulted on
possible future uses for the closed facility.

Clean, Renewable Energy from Landfill Gas

The facility will also include a state-of-the-art landfill gas to energy facility that will collect
landfill gas and convert it into green, renewable energy. The facility will be able to generate six
megawatts of electricity, enough energy to power 6,000 homes for a year.

Further, this same technology will be used at the old, closed landfill site to create enough
energy to power a greenhouse that will be constructed for community use.

Landfill gas is created naturally through the decomposition of waste in landfills. Like wind and
solar power, landfill gas is a natural resource that can be harnessed to produce clean energy. It
is a readily available, renewable, reliable, and economical form of energy that reduces our use
of fossil fuels and reduces greenhouse gas emissions.

HISTORY OF THE SITE AND FACILITY

Located in rural Napanee, in the former Richmond Township, the Richmond Landfill began
operations in 1954. The site was originally owned by the Sutcliffe family and was purchased in
1990 by Laidlaw Waste Systems Ltd. The site was purchased in 1997 by Waste Management.

Since taking ownership of the facility, significant steps have been taken to improve the facility
and bring it up to Waste Management’s standards and commitments to environmental
protection and stewardship. Some of these improvements include:

* |Installation of additional gas wells

* Upgrading gas well piping system

* Construction of new and expanded sedimentation pond system

* Regrading, topsoil and seeding of entire 16-hectare landfill footprint

¢ Asphalt paving of haul roads

The landfill facility has a comprehensive Environmental Management Program that ensures a
practice of continuous improvement and environmental protection. This program includes
routinely reviewing all aspects of our operation, training programs to ensure employees have
the necessary skills and knowledge to ensure that safety and environmental protection
standards are observed and enforced at all times.

The facility accepts approximately 10,000 tonnes of waste per year from the surrounding
community. The facility also has a residential recyling drop-off area (cans, glass, plastic,
cardboard and scrap metal). The site also operates a windrow composting facility which accepts
leaf and yard material.

On buffer lands around our facility, the Beechwood Road Environmental Centre supports
wildlife habitat preservation areas and an outdoor education facility. Our site is certified by the
Wildlife Habitat Council (WHC), and is the only waste management company to receive WHC
certification.

Waste Management had previously proposed to expand the existing landfill site but was turned
down due to concerns about the size of the proposed expansion and concerns about ground
water protection.

Proposed Beechwood Road Environmental Centre
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The Beechwood Road Environmental Centre will require various
environmental approvals and permits from regulatory agencies to
ensure protection of the environment and health and safety of
residents.

» Components such as the waste electric and electronic equipment and public
drop-off facility improvements require no formal approvals and have already
been implemented at the current site.

» Some components such as the materials recycling facility, construction and
demolition recovery facility and composting will require Certificates of
Approval.

» The new landfill footprint for disposal of residual wastes will require an
Environmental Assessment (EA).

» The first step in the EA process is the preparation of Terms of Reference
(TOR).

» The Terms of Reference provide a framework (or work plan) for conducting
the EA studies and assessing predicted impacts of the project.

» Public Consultation will be key throughout the EA and other processes.

Proposed Beechwood Road Environmental Centre
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In EA terms, the project proposed by the proponent is referred to as “the
undertaking” and is the subject of the environmental assessment studies.
Things considered in the EA include alternative methods of implementing the
undertaking, existing environmental conditions, predicted impacts of the
undertaking on the environment, mitigation measures to avoid or reduce
adverse effects and the assessment of residual effects.

» Prior to initiating the EA studies, we considered a wide range of
alternatives to the proposed undertaking that are available to us as a
private business.

» The alternatives to the undertaking that we considered ranged from
doing nothing to establishing a new landfill elsewhere.

» We concluded that constructing and operating a waste management
system that diverts as much waste as possible from landfill disposal,
while providing local jobs, community facilities and economic benefits
was preferred. A landfill for disposal of residual wastes, that cannot
be diverted, is a component of the system.

» The current landfill will be closed.

> In summary, the purpose of the undertaking is the construction/
operation of a new landfill developed to modern standards, which will
be one component of an integrated waste management facility, known
as the Beechwood Road Environmental Centre, to meet the demand
and need for waste disposal sources in eastern Ontario.

Proposed Beechwood Road Environmental Centre
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The Terms of Reference (referred to as TOR) is the first step in the EA process.
The TOR provides a framework (or work plan) for conducting the EA studies and
assessing predicted impacts of the project. The TOR will be submitted to the
Minister of the Environment for approval consideration. Once approved, the
TOR specifies how the EA studies will be conducted.

» For the proposed Beechwood Road Environmental Centre (BREC) facility,
only the landfill that is intended to receive residual wastes, which cannot be
recycled or reused, is subject to an EA under the Ontario Environmental
Assessment Act.

» Other facility components of the BREC, such as materials recycling facility,
construction and demolition materials facility, and organics processing
facility, require government approvals such as Certificate of Approval.

» Components, such as Waste Electrical and Electronics Equipment (WEEE)
and Public Drop-off Facility for recyclable materials, have already been
implemented.

» The EA process for new or expanded landfills begins with a Notice of
Commencement of the EA and development of a Terms of Reference (TOR).

» The proposed TOR will be drafted by WMCC in consultation with the Ministry
of the Environment, surrounding communities and interested parties.

» The decision to approve or reject the TOR, or approve the TOR with
conditions, is made by the Minister of the Environment.

» Public input and consultation is an important part of the development of the
Terms of Reference.

The Richmond landfill accepts household recyclables, electronic waste
and organic waste. We are also a member of Freecycle™, a grassroots
organization focused on re-use and of keeping useful materials out of
landfills.

Recycling Depot: We have facilities for customers to sort their blue box
recyclables to be sent for processing

Composting: Richmond landfill has an open window composting facility where
leaf and yard waste is processed. The material is diverted from landfill, at the
same time producing a valuable resource in the form of a natural soil amendment.

Construction and demolition materials: We plan to construct a facility to collect
and sort construction and demolition materials in order to divert usable materials
from being sent to landfill and to separate recyclable material such as drywall and
steel.

Electronic materials: This site is now certified with OES (Ontario Electronic
Stewardship) as an Approved Collection Site. As a result, we are able to accept
items in Phase 1 of this program at no charge. These materials can be dropped
off at our site by local residents for no charge and will be collected for processing
at an OES site.

Tires: We are now a registered collector with Ontario Tire Stewardship and are
able to receive car and truck tires (off the rim) from residents for no charge.
