Selected students will be awarded 

at the senior recognition assembly.  

 

If selected, scholarship awardees must be able to provide proof of registration or 

acceptance to an educational institution. Award check will be mailed to the scholarship 

recipient. Scholarship will be forfeited if proof of enrollment is not received by July 31,
