How Does it Work?

1. WM uses WM Smart Truck®M technology to photograph overfilled
containers and/or contaminants in your collection containers and
sends a notification with a photograph explaining what was found.

2. Additional charges are added to your invoice after two warnings when
contamination and/or overfilled containers are found.

3. Four chargeable incidents may result in your trash cart being upsized
to the next size to manage your trash volume.
