Free Landfill Days for Unincorporated Area Residents

Residents of the following unincorporated areas may participate only on their assigned community dates:

• Simi Valley Days: Santa Susana Knolls

• Thousand Oaks Days: Bell Canyon, Lake Sherwood, Lynn Ranch, Newbury Park, Oak Park

Check your designated date and plan ahead—don’t miss your opportunity to dispose of waste for free!

Before You Arrive: Free Landfill Day Event Guidelines

To help your visit go smoothly and avoid delays, please:

• Limit: 2 loads per event

• Bring: proof of residency (driver’s license or utility bill)

Please note:

• All loads are subject to inspection

• Maximum 5 passenger or pickup tires per visit; commercial/tractor tires at gate rate

• Contractor/commercial vehicles: standard rates apply unless pre-arranged

Items Not Accepted: Electronic waste, household hazardous waste (batteries, paints, liquids, chemicals, fluorescent 

tubes, TVs, computers, etc.)
