• Appliances containing CFCs

• Batteries

• Concrete, brick, asphalt, and roofing

• Construction debris from a contractor

• Gasoline

• Tree trunks

Curbside Bulk and Brush Collection

Curbside bulk item and brush collection will be once a week. Please see the 

Bulk and Brush Collection Map for your collection day. Limit: 5 cubic yards.

(1 cubic yard of material is roughly 3 feet x 3 feet x 3 feet or the size of a large 

washing machine.) Additional bulk waste collection can be scheduled 24 hours 

before your bulk collection day for a fee. To schedule your additional bulk 

collection online, visit home.wm.com/la-marque.

Acceptable Bulk Items

• Carpeting (cut into 4 foot bundles)

• Household furniture

• Appliances with CFCs removed

• Brush and Tree Trimmings:

Branches and tree trimmings must be

no greater than 5 inches in diameter

and must be cut, tied, and bundled in

lengths of 5 feet or less.

• Paint

• Motor oil and filters

• Tires

• Vehicles and parts

• Items heavier than 200 pounds

Automotive Products - Antifreeze, 
batteries, motor oil, oil filters

Garden Chemicals - Fertilizers, insect 
sprays, and weed killers

Paint and Paint Products - Paint, caulk,

Household Cleaners - Ammonia, tile/
shower/toilet cleaner, carpet/upholstery 
cleaner

Household items - Household batteries, 
fluorescent lamps, straight fluorescent 
tubes, thermometers, thermostats

Electronics - Laptop, MP3 player, 
TV, DVD/CD/tape player, cell phone, 
computer, VCR, keyboard, desktop 
printer, microwave, monitor and related 
cords 

Unable to Collect - Ammunition, EV 
batteries, explosives, asbestos, tires, or 
any materials in unlabeled or leaking 
containers. Additional, unacceptable 
materials based on local or state laws.

Dear La Marque Resident,

The City of La Marque has partnered with WM for twice-a-week trash collection, 

once-a-week bulk/large item collection, and every-other-week recycling collection. 

Please see the Residential Trash and Recycling Collection Map and the Bulk and 

Brush Collection Map for your collection days.

Carts 

Trash cart  - your green cart with the green lid is for trash. Please bag 

and tie trash before placing it inside your cart. Do not overfill carts. Lids 

must close securely. No material outside the cart will be collected.

Recycling cart - your green cart with the yellow lid is for recycling. Do 

not overfill carts. Lids must close securely. Please see the Recycle Right® 

panel for what to recycle in your community.

Additional Carts

Additional carts may be ordered from the City of La Marque, and the rate will be 

added to your city utility bill.

Cart Placement

Remember to place your carts at 

least 4 feet apart and 5 feet away 

from any obstacles (trees, cars, 

mailboxes, etc.) to allow the automatic arm to lift and empty the carts. Place the 

handles of the carts handles facing your home or fence.

Cart Set Out

Carts must be at the curb by 7 a.m. on your scheduled collection day or 

after 5 p.m. the day before your collection day. Carts must be removed by 

Noon the day following collection. Please note that collections may not 

occur at the same time every week.

Missed Collection

Despite our best efforts, we occasionally miss scheduled collections. If we do, 

please contact WM at wm.com or visit home.wm.com/la-marque as soon as possible. 

We’ll try to return on the same day to pick up your waste or recycling. If our driver 

has already left your area, we’ll pick up what we missed the following day.

Observed Holidays 

WM observes the following holidays, collection will not occur:

Thanksgiving, Christmas Day, and New Year’s Day

For Thanksgiving week, Thursday collection will be Friday. Friday collection will 

be Saturday.
