This response to the Supplemental Notice of Deficiency, dated April 15, 2011, is submitted
on behalf of Waste Management of Texas, Inc. The permit amendment application has
been revised as appropriate and one original and three copies are enclosed with this
letter. The revision number and date are noted on each revised page and the revisions
are highlighted as requested. Our responses to the Texas Commission on Environmental
Quality (TCEQ) staff comments are presented below in the order received.

Part IV of the Application (Site Operating Plan) (SOP)

1. Please revise Section 8.25.4 to specify that if liquid waste is placed in a portable
metal solidification basin in an existing lined cell, the liquid waste will be processed
and disposed of the same day it is placed in the basin. Also, if you intend to store
liquid waste for later processing, please specify that processed and unprocessed
waste will be stored in an enclosed, odor-retaining building, vessel, or container in
accordance with 30 TAC §330.209(c) (relating to Storage Requirements) and
§330.245(c) (relating to Ventilation and Air Pollution Control).

RESPONSE: As requested, Part IV, Section 8.25.4 has been revised to specify that
if liquid waste is placed in a portable solidification basin in an existing lined
cell, the liquid waste will be processed and disposed on the day it is
received. Liquid waste will not be stored in either the liquid stabilization
facility or the portable liquid stabilization basin.

2. The response to comment 15 in our letter dated March 4, 2011, did not appear to
include all of the major access routes within 2 road miles of the site entrance.
For example, the discussion in Section 8.8 does not include portions. of
Will Clayton Parkway east and west of its intersection with Wilson Road, that
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We trust these responses are satisfactory to you and meet the rules and regulations of
the TCEQ. If you need additional information, please let us know.
